ALL GATHERINGS

Outdoors

My Vaccine Passes will no longer be required.

No capacity limits.

Facemasks are not required in outdoor settings.

Attendees do not have to physically distance from others in their group.
Multiple groups can participate.

Indoors

My Vaccine Passes will no longer be required.

The maximum number of people allowed to meet is 200 people.

Facemasks are mandatory indoors when not exercising except at swimming pools. Medical facemasks
required for customer facing workers.

Multiple groups (of up to the capacity limit) can participate in indoor sport and recreation if they can
be separated by defined spaces.

The capacity limit for gathering indoors excludes workers — note officials and volunteers are classed
as workers. Workers are able to move between defined spaces. This should be a limited number of
people.

Indoor spaces are generally considered to be venues:

¢ that are enclosed by a ceiling and walls, or other similar structures, and

¢ which do not have much, if any, flow of fresh air.

Self-isolate for 7 days if you test positive or live with someone who has Covid-19.
